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Memory Art Life This is the fundamental motif of this design. The memory represents the rich historical memory of the 80,000-ton silo area. It has the industrial
characteristics of Shanghai in the historical industrial relics. It has the same oldness as the Lingyi and Linger districts. The imprint of the development of Pudong represented
by the old community also has the existence of emerging high-end residential quarters; the art represents the future development orientation of the 80,000-ton silo area,
that is, the use of culture and art as a carrier to activate the function of the entire area; What is expressed is the thinking about the future use mode of the silo area from the
time dimension. We hope that the silo can exist as a curtain in the life of the surrounding citizens and Shanghai residents, and inherit a variety of dimensions in a long time
dimension.
